the Big Polek’, their ecquaintances with Covell, putting two and two
together, thie was the only logical sssumption.® FHenshaw stated .
further that he never sax Covell under the influence of liquor snd 414
not-so stete to lleyne; thet the only conversation ebout the Kansas City -
Tnion Station affeir he had with Covell wae on the ¢ccasion of their
meeting on l4th Street; thet Covell did not sey he had knowledge of the
affeir end knew the participants therein or the ringleeders thereof;
that Covell, in referring to the affair of the I'snees City « Union Stetion
stated thet he believed thet Beiley and the "Bilg Folsk™ probadly might
heve bad & hend in it and it was his, Covellts, belief that the motive
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for the shooting was to free Hash and if unsuccessful, to kill him.
Henshew steted that he related this to Mevne in the very same manpey

in which be releted it to Agents and thet he never, at any time, tried
to create the impresaion thet Covell had direct knowledge of the affair:
¥hile Henshaw made these ststements, Mayne was visibly uncomfortable
but 412 Hot make any attempt to interrupt Henshaw one wey or the

other. Henshaw finally stated that he 4id not mention his conversation

with Covell relative to the Kansss City affair to anybody else sxcept
to Mayne.

In a subreguent interview with Mr. Shreve, he stated thet
1% bis opinion Mayne 1s sn unmitigated lisr and very little credence
cen be put in anything he says, dut that in his, Shreve's, experience
with Fenshaw shen Henshaw has ected as his informent in Prohidbition :
mattem he, Shreve, has found that on some occasions, the information as
furnished by Henshaw has proven true,

It 12 evident that both lsyne snd Fenshaw are typical
eriminels whose ections are prompted by their apparent desire to in-
Eratiate themselves with the authorities; they cennot conceel their
ulterior dual motives to "pley both ends egainst the middle” and for
this reason no eredence whatscever should be pleced in their stetememts.
