Uniform enforcement of these
laws is in the best public interest, con-
tributing to the suppression of crime by
the process of regulating traffic in fire-
arms and ammunition and providing the
basis for prosecution of willful violators.
The laws which govern the scope of the
fircarms program are reprinted herein
for distributiot as a public servige.

NATIONAL FIREARMS ACT .

Law: United States Code, Title 26, Chapter 33.
Regulations: Part 179 of Title 26 (1954, Code
of Federal Regulations.

Weapons coming within the purview of the
National Fircarms Act may be leguly acquired
and lawlully posseised subject to regulatory
requirements.  However, any such weapon is
contraband unless properly registered, and un-
lawful possession thereof is subject to statutory
penalties.

SPECIAL (OCCUPATIONAL} TAXES

Section 5801. Tax {a) Rate.—On fost cogaging in
business, and thereafter on or before the first day of
July of cach vear, every importer, manufacturer, and
dealer in firearms shall pay a special tax at the follow-
ing rates:

{1) Importers or manufacturers.— Imporiens or
manufacturers, $500 a year or fraction thereo!;

{2) Dealers other than pawmbrokers.—Dealers,
?h:hero‘thu pawnbrokers, $200 a vear or fraction
ereof ;

(3} Pawnbrokers.—Pawnbrokens, $300 a year or
fractioa thereof:

Provided, That manufacturers and dealen in guns with

Section §802. RMegistration. Imporiers, Manufaciurers,
and Daalars.~-On first engaging in business, and there-
after on or before the first day of July of each year,
every importer, manufacturer, and dealer in firearms
shall register with the Secretary or his delegate in each
internal revenue district in which such business i to
be carried on his name or sivle, principal place of
business, and places of business in such district.
