_ Howvever, LUCKI's worst enemy, the Federal Buresu
of Nardotice, under the direction of FARRY J, ANSLINGER, -
was not satiafied that his doys oo the king of vice were
over. Froex Jtaly, they delieved, LUCKY wcs #till manipu~-
lating the atrings of $nternational depe troffic, It wos
e at thia time that on anonymous letter was sent to the
R Prestdent of the Italtan Republte accusing LLCXT of whtte
RTINS slovery, forging of paesperis, cpius and cocaine sreffic,
homicide, moonshining and durglary. Cofncidentally enough,
the American press started g big anti-LICKY compaign and
the korcotics Burecu brought pressure 1o bear on the
Italian authorities "to do something about Aim."

LORENZO RAGO, Moyor of Bottipaglie, disappeared
on the svening of Jonuary 40, 1955, He wos o rick and
gnbittous man, Ke owned o cannery, ~ ~, Auge tracts
of lond, three automobiles, etc. His income was estincted
at 50 millton lire per onnum., KHe¢ was proud of hia mopycralty
and to hold on to his office he had swung from right o
left and fron left to right, However, Noyor RAGO was
lecding e doutle life. Cfficially he wad o wmayor, Gn
tndustrial tuceen cnd a eportaman; secretlv, he was the
man who finarced cigarette smuggling and, perhapa, som2thing
else, He spent January £0, 1853 in a quiet manner, After
being asen with a girl whon he "protected” in the meigrdoring
town of Salerno, he wos known to have driven off tn Ats
stotion wagon headed ?ég@'eé hies country villa.

At 11:80 pom. of the same doy, his cor bas Seer?

KHe olse vas enjotned
te obaerve en 8100 p.m, curfev every night ond his home
becane falr grounds for police ratds any time of the doy
or night., LUCIANO e¢nd his lowpers trivd to appeal thie
gdmonition with the Mintstry of Intertior, but the cppecl
wae dernied on the grounds thot ke, upon his return to
Italy, hod etorted to freguent foncyp estchlishments, race
trocks, loud parties, etc., with a view to resuming his
contacts with underworld chorooters and ogsevting his
Jeadership in orimingl aecttvities especially connected
with the iliegol traffic of narcotics, :
